Welder´s Passport  CWS ANB

Welder’s Passport are being issued by the ANB Czech Welding Society with the records of them kept by the Chamber of Economics, Czech Republic.

Each card is subdivided into 5 sections:

Section 1 is for the entries about the level of specialized education reached (trained in trade, A-levels, etc.). Information entered by the relevant school, training center, or by an examination authority against the respective documents submitted.

Section 2 shows the qualification level reached by the welder, following the pattern printed in the headline. These entries are made by a welding school where the examination was taken, confirmed by a staff member accredited by an examining organization.

Section 3 holds the authorization to welding. This section is filled out by a corporation or a person responsible for the execution of the welding and by BOZ in relation to the party who has ordered the work. Where the welder himself is such a person, he shall himself complete this section, using the Section 3.

Section 4 contains the history of welder’s jobs. Should the welder act as a person running his own business, this Section has to be confirmed by Trade Licence Office or an examination authority.

Section 5 consists of the records of other qualifications and specialized trainings. Where a welder is certified in some expertise, the relevant certification authority will make a record about that. Here, the welders‘ qualifications reached at some other organizations beyond the ANB system can be made.

Section 6 is to inform about the health capability to carry out the welding in accordance with the qualifications rooted in the preceding sections. The entries can either be made directly by a physician, or by an employer with the medical report at hand, or by a welding school.

This Qualification Certificate is an informative document and it up to the welder himself to keep it updated. It can also be user by the party which has ordered the welding to attain a quick idea about the qualification reached. The state supervision authorities may find useful the entries in the Section 3. Qualification must be documented by a certificate or testimonial.
